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APRIL FOOL’S DAY
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       The history of April Fool's Day or All Fool's Day is uncertain, but the current thinking is that it began around 1582 in France with the reform of the calendar under Charles IX. The Gregorian Calendar was introduced, and New Year's Day was moved from March 25 - April 1 (new year's week) to January 1. 
      Communication traveled slowly in those days and some people were only informed of the change several years later. Still others, who were more rebellious refused to acknowledge the change and continued to celebrate on the last day of the former celebration, April 1. 
Activity 1: Read the passage about history of April Fool’s Day. Then discuss and answer the following questions.

1) Have you ever told lies? If yes, why? To whom?
2) Who tells lies more often, a man or a woman? What do people often lie about?
3) Do you think we should always tell the truth? Why?

4)  Do girls say “yes” which always means “no”? Why or why not?

5) How can we recognize whether a person tells the truth or lies?

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Activity 2: Game “ Who tells a lie?”

    Divide the class into 5 teams. Each team has a person who become the suspect, two persons being the suspect’s friends and the others who are police. The police will go out, the suspect and his/her friends will discuss to have the same answers for the available questions. When they finish discussing, the police will come into the room and ask the questions untill they find the culprit of the stealing sentence (Note: The police divide into two groups: the one asks for the suspect and the other asks for the friends).
