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WOMEN’S DAY
International Women’s Day is dedicated to the celebration of women’s social, economic and political achievements worldwide. In the United States, this official day of observance is rooted in women’s efforts to campaign for right to work, vote and hold public office, culminating on March 8, 1908, when 15,000 women marched through New York City demanding shorter working hours, better pay, voting rights and an end to child labor. In the early 1910s, the concept gained recognition in the international community and grew in momentum as women across Europe continued to fight for the right to work and protest against ensuing world conflict. On February 23, 1917, a landmark strike spearheaded by Russian women protesting World War I resulted in Russian women’s suffrage. On the Gregorian calendar, this date translates to March 8th, the modern day of observance for International Women’s day.
